Denominational (Section 48) SEF – Part One: Data Capture
This part of the self-evaluation process is a requirement and all schools must complete it. It must be updated at the start of every academic year.
A lot of the information asked for on Data Capture Form will be able to be transferred from/to the schools CES Census return which all Catholic schools are required to complete annually.
The information provided is useful to the school in identifying trends over a period of time.  It enables schools to re-assess and, if appropriate, re-order their priorities and plan accordingly over the medium to long term.  It also provides information for schools allowing them to focus on what they consider to be pertinent issues particular to the individual school.
The information is also valuable to the Education Commission, especially in the medium to long term planning of the provision for Catholic school places within different parts of the Diocese.
It also provides the Education Commission with information on trends that might need to be brought to the attention of the Catholic Education Service (CES) which is the Catholic Bishops’ of England and Wales agency for Catholic education.  The CES works at a national level and part of its work is to meet regularly with the DfE and other government departments to ensure that the interests and investments of Catholic education are protected and developed in any legislation or initiative coming from the government.  Local data is very important in these discussions.

The Data Capture Form should be completed once a year, in September, and submitted to the Education Commission by the first Friday of October.
