Information for schools: Launch of School Food Standards E-learning

This article will be of interest to governors, trustees, and governance professionals.

We have launched a new online training course about school food in partnership with the National
Governance Association. The e-learning is available to everyone and will run as a pilot until 1 April

2025.

The course is designed to provide governors and trustees with the skills and expertise to understand
their responsibilities concerning school food, including pupils’ access to healthy and nutritious food.

Information for schools: Update to Initial Teacher Training requirements

The requirement for Initial Teacher Training (ITT) mentors to complete 20 hours of training has been
removed.

ITT providers will continue to ensure all mentors receive sufficient training to gain good understanding
of the ITT core content framework and the curriculum, so they can effectively support trainee teachers
during their school placement.

Schools are still able to claim funding for up to 20 hours of training undertaken by mentors.

Information for schools and local authorities: Update on the wraparound childcare
programme

The existing wraparound childcare programme will help lay the foundations for the newly announced
breakfast clubs commitment. As such, the Wraparound childcare guidance for schools still applies.

Local authorities have now received funding so we encourage schools to work with them to make the
most of the available support, including working with private, voluntary and independent providers
(PVIs) where helpful.

More information on breakfast clubs will be shared in due course.

dmissions Clarification

You may recall that in the last newsletter we gave an update of the diocesan position regarding ad-
missions and the Certificate of Catholic Practice.

We would like to offer further clarification on this matter.

As set out in the newsletter, the Certificate of Catholic Practice should only be on the school’s website
so as to make those applying aware of the document, as it is part of the admission arrangements.
This is a certificate signed and stamped by the priest and should reside with them. This document
should not be downloaded from the school’s website and taken to the priest for signing.
Those wishing to apply to a school that have chosen to adopt the CoP, as part of their admission
arrangements, will need to collect the certificate from their parish priest or an appropriate
representative of the parish.
This original, signed and stamped certificate, can then be presented to any school where an
application is made.
The school will to retain a photocopy and hand back the original.
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Work will continue to be undertaken to ensure that all members of the clergy are fully cognisant of
the process and their responsibilities. We will be engaging with our priests to ensure that the most
effective means are used to ensure that those wishing to apply are able to access the certificate

Action Required: Additional Nursery Places

You will be aware of the government’s pledge to create an additional three thousand nursery places.
The DfE will, in the coming months, be setting out plans to use surplus capacity in primary schools to
create or expand nurseries run from school premises which will include both school-run nurseries and
schools partnering with private, voluntary, and independent providers.

The department is working closely with schools, local authorities, and providers to:
understand what is needed to deliver this
ensure provision meets the needs of families and schools

. reflect the LA's role in managing childcare sufficiency in funding decisions

Guidance for schools in relation to these proposals will be available in due course but in the
meantime, please be aware that schools must have the consent of their diocese or religious order (if
relevant) before taking any steps. Matters of provision be it type (nursery, resource sixth form etc)
or size are matters for the Education Committee to approve. You must obtain any relevant consents
from ourselves or religious order before taking any steps in this regard and that early consultation is
paramount.

Invite your MP to Visit your School

demonstrate to an MP the achievements of Catholic education, and for the MP to become more
involved in supporting education within their constituency.
